A poor potter refusing a lucrative pottery
job? Why? The ornate jugs he was
commissioned to make were destined to be
filled with vodka. Studying through the
Biblical Finances course this spring, Volodya,
the potter, knew his integrity as a Christian
could not allow him to take this job though he
desperately needs the money. How will God
provide? We don’t know yet, but we do know
God will honour Volodya because he honours
God. This is only one of many ways the
Stewardship Development ministry has been
blessing the people in our churches here.

A couple Ukrainians will be teaching the
Biblical Finances course in the fall and Mel
plans to continue mentoring Ukrainians and
developing ideas though we won't be with
EFCCM full-time or living in Ukraine. We
will maintain Mission Associate status, and
though we won't be receiving a salary from
your donations, our account will remain open
and all donations will directly cover ministry
expenses. The face of effective missions in
any country is always changing. There are
now 9 Evangelical Free Churches in various
stages of growth, all under Ukrainian
leadership. They have formed an
association; chosen capable leaders trained
at DBI, and have grown to the point of being
ready for a partnership with EFCCM rather
than leadership from EFCCM. God is in the
business of growing His Church. He has
chosen to use the avenue of His people’s
prayer to do it. Thank you for your prayers
for Ukraine, for the ministries here, and for
our family.
