We will be heading up a Canadian team of 12
to do two weeks of camp ministry in Barba-
dos July 12th-25th. Four of us are CEF of
Canada staff members, and the rest are
young people from various locations. We will
be training the team to share the Gospel
clearly and simply, teach effective Bible
lessons, do Gospel object lessons, teach
Scripture effectively, teach music in such a
way so to impact children’s spiritual lives,
discipline appropriately, and serve cross-
culturally. This will be quite a challenge in
this short training time! The entire team will
split up into three groups to actually teach the
kids during the time in Barbados. Each group
will go into 12 different camps teaching the
first week, and repeat those same camps
with different programs the second week.
We will also continue training as needed and
serve as chaperones, cooks and you name it
during our time in Barbados. We will be stay-
ing in a ministry facility which has been
reserved for our team at very reasonable
rates, but we need to take care of meals for
the team on our own. We will be grateful for
any support you are able to give to assist with
this ministry.
